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The course is aimed at giving students exposure and practice to academic levels of English that will be required for high levels
of English within Japan or anywhere overseas. The course will focus on 6 skills: grammar, vocabulary, pronunciation, speaking,
listening and reading. Writing will also be checked on tests and in regularly assigned homework. British English will be used.
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By the end of the course, the students will be able to:

(1) Remember fundamental grammar points and vocabulary necessary to succeed in studying English and communicating overseas
(2) Watch a video or read a passage on a given topic and be able to respond expressing opinion either verbally or in a written essay
(3) Be able to understand differences in British and American English, and be able to use either or with similar fluency and ability
